












































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































































The Native Land Court rehearing took place throughout August 1888. As well as Ripeka Te 

Tauri's objection, there were other counter claimants to the block. Ripeka Te Tauri objected 

to the inclusion of children of Mete Kingi on the title through ancestral connection on the 

grounds that ancestral claims had been extinguished once the land had been sold to the 

Crown.174 She also made the point that Hoani Wiremu Hipango had gifted the lands to her 

father Te Mawae. Te Kere Ngataierua who claimed part of the land as a gift from Te Mawae 

and Hipango made counter claims. Hori Kerei Paipai claimed his father Kawana had been 

gifted land by the government. Hoani Mete Kingi claimed an exclusive right to the whole 

block through ancestral connection.175 All parties admitted the right of Waata Wiremu 

Hipango and Wikitoria Keepa to the land through their connection to Hone Wiremu. 

Ripeka Te Tauri claimed that she had been gifted the land by her father, Te Mawae, prior to 

1840 and therefore before the 1848 sale to the Crown. She said that the land was reserved by 

her father Te Mawae and Hipango for 'their joint use and with equal right', thus 

extinguishing ancestral claims. She argued that at the time of the 1848 sale 'a practical 

subdivision of the land was made' and that the other claimants were awarded lands in their 

parts of the blocks. Ripeka stressed that her father, with Hori Kingi and Wiremu Hipango, 

had negotiated the 1848 sale with McLean.176 

Te Kere Ngataierua claimed that an 'absolute gift' of land was made to him in 1859 by 

Hipango and Te Mawae. He said that had he occupied the land for six years and when he left 

his mother remained. Hori Kerei Paipai said that he had been gifted the land by the 

government at the time of the sale to his father Te Kawana. He based his claim on documents 

showing Te Kawana's participation in the sale to McLean.177 

Hoani Mete Kingi claimed the land through ancestry from Tumango and 'denies that the sale 

of the surrounding lands to the Crown extinguishes the ancestral right' and cited traditional 

ongoing occupation and cultivation patterns by his ancestors and himself. 178

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The pivotal question for the rehearing was whether Ripeka Te Tauri and others had rights to 

the land based on Hone Wiremu giving the land to Te Mawae, or whether the prior ancestral 

right from Tumango still held. This was complicated by the question of whether the 1848 

Crown purchase had extinguished customary ownership, so that ownership of Putiki rested 

solely on the allocations made by various rangatira in 1848 and 1862. 

During the rehearing Judge Scannell requested the Native Land Court registrar to assist him 

in deciding whether the rights to Putiki were based on details of the 1848 transaction or 

traditional rights: 

Please ascertain if any document connected with making of Putiki reserve at Whanganui, 
particularly any apportioning the land or stating reason of making reserve and if so, send here 
as soon as possible for information of Court, as claimants has right of Pungaharuru on its 
being given or returned to native named Mawae when the block was purchased.179 

All that the registrar was able to supply was a copy of the deed of purchase. I80 The judge 

decided that customary title was not extinguished by the 1848 purchase deed: 

As regards to the claim that the ancestral title was extinguished by the sale of the land in the 
vicinity of this block to the Crown, that this and certain other parts of Putiki lands were also 
sold at the same time and afterwards returned, there is no evidence whatever either in the deed 
of sale itself or from any source to show that such was the case - on the contrary the deed of 
sale expressly excludes this and other parts from the sale fifteen in all and no change whatever 
in the tenure by which the land was held previous to the sale was made by that sale. In point 
of fact this land was never sold to the government at all.181 

The court recognised Hipango's claim as being good through both ancestry and occupation. 

Similarly, the judge recognised Ripeka Te Tauri's claim because it had been shown that Te 

Mawae had occupied the land for a long period both before and after the 1848 purchase. Te 

Kere Ngataierua's claim was rejected on the grounds that his residence was 'merely a 

contemporary one and conferred no property rights'. The judge said that Hori Kerei Paipai 

had no claim because: 

The Court is of opinion that the govt could not give no right [sic] to these lands nor did they 
attempt to do so, all that was meant by the marks given was to show the parts, within the 
boundaries of the land sold, which were excluded from the sale. 182

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The judge said that Kawana Paipai had received land on the neighbouring Onetere block and 

when the title for the block was sought no attempt was made to include any part of 

Pungaharuru despite the two only being separated by 'an imaginary boundary' .183 

In regard to Hoani Mete Kingi' s claim, the court decided that although he was a descendant 

of Tumango, and his ancestral rights were still extant, his family's rights were to other parts 

of the Putiki reserve: 

from the whole evidence it appears to the Court that his father Mete Kingi received the lands 
he was entitled to by ancestry and occupation in another part of the block. Neither Mete Kingi 
his father nor any of his ancestor through Tumango are shewn to have lived on this part.184 

The court therefore ordered that a certificate of title for Pungaharuru be issued to Ripeka Te 

Tauri, Nepia Te Tauri, Hoani Te Tauri, Hori Te Moana Tauri, Te Rahere Tauri, Waata 

Wiremu Hipango, Rawiria Patikau Hipango, Makere Te Keepa, Wiki Keepa.185 

After this decision Hone Mete Kingi and others requested a further rehearing for the 

following reasons: 

1. The ancestor given by Ripeka Mawae as the source of her claims to Pungaharuru was Te 
Makarini. 

2. Hakaraia Korako stated that the claim of Ripeka, that is of Te Mawae to this land was a 
gift from Wiremu Hipango before the fight at Putiki Wharanui. 

3. The stopping of the sale of this land to Mr McLean, Government Land Purchase Agent. 

Our claims are: 
1. Ancestry. 
2. Fire constantly burning. 
3. Mana. 
4. Living constantly on the land. The Court did not look at this, and our occupation was 

made a reason by the Court for awarding the land to Ripeka and her friends. Judgment 
was not given upon the claims the brought before the Court. 186 

No further rehearing was granted. 

In August 1889 Pungaharuru 3 was subdivided among the three different families. Waata 

Wiremu Hipango told the court that the owners all agreed on the subdivision. They wished 

the block to be divided into four portions. Pungaharuru 3A was for all the owners, 3B for

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Hipango and his daughter, 3C for Makere Te Keepa and Wild Keepa, and Pungaharuru 3D 

for Ripeka Te Tauri and her children. The court made the orders as arranged by Hipango.187 

In 1919 the trustees of the W.W. Hipango Estate agreed to lease his share in Pungaharuru 3A 

(one-third) to Churton for 15 years. 188 In 1963 a meeting of owners was called to consider 

two purchase offers. The meeting was attended by Hori Kingi Hipango, and two other 

owners, who represented a total of 1.3917 shares.189 The minutes of the meeting record that 

'all owners agreed they had no sentiment regarding the land or for the applicants. They 

wanted the highest amount and had no hesitation in accepting the amended offer made by Mr 

Martin of £500' .190 

Pungaharuru 3B was leased to Donald for 42 years from 1908 by Waata Wiremu Hipango 

and Ema Hipango.191 In 1930, 2 roods 32 perches were taken for roading purposes. The 

Native Land Court awarded compensation of £45 5s 5d, to be paid to William James 

Treadwell, trustee of the estate of Waata Wiremu Hipango.192 In 1940, when there was still 

ten years of his lease to run, Donald applied to surrender his former lease and confirm a new 

lease for 21 years from 1940.193 However, the judge refused to conftrm this new arrangement 

because the rent was not sufficient and: 

it is not in the interest of the native owners to pennit trustees to prevent any possibility of 
competition for the lands they hold by arranging new leases more than a year prior to the 
expiry of the leases under which they are holding. In any case a handy block like this should 
not be leased for such a long tenn as 42 years.194 

The block was then sold to Donald for £1,324 in 1942 (which includes the purchase price for 

Te Moutere 2) by the trustees of the W.W. Hipango Estate. 195

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Both Pungaharuru 3C and 3D were leased for 21 years from 1890. The Trust Commissioner 

certified the leases in August 1890.196 Pungaharuru 3C was later leased to Churton for 42 

years from 1906.197 In 1915 Churton purchased the block from the sole owner.198 Churton 

agreed to pay £750 or Government Valuation, which was £1,473. 199 Pungaharuru 3D was 

leased to Clapham for 21 years from 1905.200 In 1911 Clapham purchased the block for 

£654?01 

Pungaharuru 4 

An application for a title investigation of Pungaharuru 4 was first made before the Native 

Land Court in May 1890. Field produced a plan but 'on inspection it was found useless not 

being certified', and the application was stood down?02 

Pungaharuru 4 did not come before the Native Land Court again until July 1901. Waata 

Wiremu Hipango told the court that 'before Kemp's death he arranged that Rawinia should 

have this section - she is dead - Wikitoria and I now wish it awarded to my wife Ema Wiremu 

Hipango'. The court awarded the block to Ema Wiremu Hipango.203 

In 1926 Ema Hipango leased 31 perches of Pungaharuru 4 to Leigh for ten years.204 Leigh 

used this site as a store, but the buildings had greatly deteriorated by 1934.205 As the lease 

was near expiry, the trustees for the Ema Hipango Estate were advised that it would be 

advantageous to accept an offer made by Leigh to purchase the 31 perches for £350?06 This 

was because the dilapidated condition of the store would make it difficult to fmd another 

lessee if Leigh departed. The trustees were also willing to sell in order to pay some of the 

debts of the Ema Hipango Estate.207 The board approved the sale of 31 perches to Leigh in 

196 Trust Commission Applications, 17 June 1890, 23/241, MLC Wanganui.

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1934 for £350?08 The remainder of the block continued in Maori ownership, and was 

declared to have the status of European land in 1968?09 

Pungaharuru 5 

This final section of the Pungaharuru block was brought before the Native Land Court in 

August 1901. Erueti Turangapito claimed the block and Waata Wiremu Hipango told the 

court that the land was intended for Erueti and his sisters. Eureti explained that he wanted 

Pungaharuru 5 awarded solely to himself, while Matangerei would be for his sisters?10 The 

court agreed that the order could be made when the plan was approved and with the consent 

of his sisters. The order was made in December 1901.211 

Pungaharuru 5 was leased to Bird for 21 years from 1904. The lease was confirmed after the 

sole owner was declared by Judge Batham to have sufficient other land for his maintenance 

and support.212 One owner, Te Matetahora Erueti sold his interest in the block to Maihi 

Rangipo Mete Kingi in 1914 for £186.213 In 1920 Maihi Rangipo Mete Kingi sold his half 

share in the block to Gifford Marshall for £320?14 The remaining half of the block was sold 

to Marshall in 1923 for £308?15 

Pungaharuru 

In August 1924 a small remaining section of the Pungaharuru block was brought before the 

Native Land Court for title investigation. The half acre section was claimed by Raita Tukia 

for the descendants of Maata Kaihoe and her sister?16 The court awarded the block to Hori 

Wikimoa, Te Ua Tamehana, Mare Tamehana, Hine Te Rakaia Tamehana and Rangiahuta 

Tamehana?17 By 1952 two of the original owners had died.218 The remaining three owners 

sold Pungaharuru to Barns for £40 in 1953?19

o The Native Land Court title investigation of Te Riri a te Hore 1 took place in July 1867. 

Poari Te Remi produced a plan and said that Te Riri ate Hore had been given to his father, 

Karehana Toa by Hoani Hipango and had been surveyed by Field.! Field confirmed that he 

had surveyed the land and Te Poari Kuramate confirmed Te Remi's claim saying that it had 

once only been a summer occupation area but was: 

latterly permanently occupied - reoccupied at the time when the first sale to Jerningham 
Wakefield - subsequent disputes with settlers & final settlement by McLean when the Putiki 
reserve was marked off - Karehana was occupying Te Riri a Te Hore at the time when 
Jerningham Wakefield came to buy the land? 

The court ordered that a certificate of title for Te Riri a te Hore 1 be issued to Te Poari Te 

Remi, Matena Karehana, Raita Tukia. The block was found to be a Native Reserve subject to 

the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1866.3 

Te Riri ate Hore 1 was leased to Ariki Marahua Takarangi for 42 years from 1917.4 In 1955 

ten acres of the block was leased to Corney for 42 years. In 1997 the owners ofTe Riri ate 

Hore 1 formed an Ahu Whenua trust to administer the block.s A further memorandum of 

lease was issued in 1998.6

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Te Riri a te Hore 2 

Te Riri ate Hore 2 was investigated by the Native Land Court in July 1867. Poari Kuramate 

presented a plan to the court and said that the boundaries had been fixed by a runanga.7 

Reupena Te Tauri said that he recognised the land shown on the plan and it belonged to 

Kuramate and his brother Epiha. Field said that he had made the survey for Kuramate.8 The 

court ordered a certificate of title to be issued for Te Riri a te Hore 2 to Poari Kuramate, 

Epiha Patapu, Paora Patapu, Porokora Patapu. It noted that the block was a Native Reserve 

subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1866.9 

In July 1899 the Native Land Court confirmed a lease between Porokora Patapu and Mary 

Ann Slater. The lease was for 21 years, with a rental of £50 for the first 10 years, increasing 

to £150 for the remainder of the term. It was noted that the lessors had other land for their 

support and they had received rent. lO The block was leased throughout most of the twentieth 

century. In 1950 it was leased to Hori Te Moana Bailey for 21 years. After that lease expired 

it was leased again to George Te Moana Bailey from 1971 to 1994. In 1997 the owners 

formed an Ahu Whenua trust to administer the block. 1 1 

Te Riri a te Hore 3 

Te Riri a te Hore 3 was investigated by the Native Land Court in July 1867. Taimona 

Tamaihukia produced a survey plan and said that all the boundaries were marked off in 

public. He asked for a Crown Grant in his own name and that of his brother who was a minor. 

Field said that he had surveyed the land and the boundaries had been fixed and pointed out to 

him by a runanga in 1864.12 The court ordered that a certificate of title be issued to Taimona 

Tamaihukia for 25 acres of Te Riri a te Hore 3. It was found that the land was a Native 

Reserve subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1866.13 

In August 1889 Henare Haretuterangi, Tahana Arapeta and Aperahama Ruke applied to the 

Native Land Court be admitted into the block on the grounds that they had either not been

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aware of the first title investigation, or they believed that Taimona had included them in the 

Crown Grant.14 After hearing evidence from various parties about whether an earlier gift of 

the land had been returned, the court decided that a Crown Grant had been obtained by 

Taimona Tamaihukia 'by false representations owing no doubt to the absence of interested 

parties at the 1 st investigation' .15 The court decided that if Taimona had given a whakapapa at 

the title investigation, other interested parties would have been included on the title. The 

court awarded the land to Arapeta Haretuterangi, Taimona Tamaihukia, Rahiria Hoea, 

Tamihana Te Aeua, Ahina Te Kaponga and Makere Te Keepa. 16 

In May 1890 the new owners subdivided the block amongst their family groups. Taimona 

Tamaihukia said that he had arranged the division of the land and Takarangi agreed that this 

was correct and the court subdivided the block into Te Riri ate Hore 3A, 3B, and 3CP 

Although the land had been subdivided, the entire Te Riri a te Hore 3 block was leased to 

Blythe for 21 years from 1907.18 In 1950 Te Riri ate Hore 3A was sold to Honoria Pohe of 

Putiki, which gave it the status European land owned by a Maori. l9 Te Riri a te Hore 3B has 

remained in Maori freehold ownership, and has been leased to George Te Moana Bailey since 

1950.20 In 1998 Te Riri ate Hore 3B was vested in an Ahu Whenua trust?l 

After the lease to Blythe expired Te Riri ate Hore 3C was again leased by Treadwell, as 

trustee for the estate of Waata Wiremu Hipango?2 The block was leased to Thorburn for 20 

years from 1928?3 Te Riri ate Hore 3C was declared to have the status of European land 

under Part 1I1967?4

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Te Riri a te Hore 4 

In July 1867 the Native Land Court investigated the title ofTe Riri ate Hore 4. Te Peina Tao 

produced a plan and said that he had been gifted the land by Hoani Wiremu.25 Field said that 

he surveyed the lands at Tao's request and had been over the land with him and adjoining 

landowners to ensure that there were no boundary disputes.26 Te Keepa Rangihiwinui 

confirmed that Tao's evidence was correct and said that the 'lands were given & the 

boundaries fixed in a public manner - & all parties concerned agreed to the arrangements,?7 

There were no objections and the court ordered a certificate of title to Te Peina Tao, Raita 

Tukia, Porokoru Patapu, Te Poari Kuramate for Te Riri ate Hore 4. The land was found to be 

a Native Reserve subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1866?8 

Te Riri a te Hore 4 was leased to Rider for 42 years from 1917.29 Prior to that the land had 

been leased on a yearly tenancy, but the occupier was not paying his rent.30 The owners were 

to be no luckier with the new lease. At some time, without the knowledge of the board, Rider 

transferred his lease to H. Hiroti, and by 1930 Phillips was in occupation of the block.31 By 

this time, no rent was being paid to the owners, and the Maori Trustee requested that the 

board terminate the lease.32 The lease was terminated in March 1931.33 A new lease was then 

negotiated with Thorburn for 17 years from 1931.34 In 1951 the block was subdivided into Te 

Riri ate Hore 4A and 4B. In 1967 Te Riri ate Hore 4A was sold.35 No details of the sale 

have yet been located. Te Riri a te Hore 4B remains as Maori freehold land. 

Te Riri a te Hore 5 

Te Riri ate Hore 5 first came before the Native Land Court in January 1869. Wiremu Te 

Tauri claimed the block and presented the plan. Porter had noted on the plan that part of the 

block had been set aside by the owners for a school. Reverend Basil Taylor stated that he 

intended to appear as an objector to the claim, and asked for an adjournment so that his

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father, Reverend Richard Taylor could produce a deed of gift for the school site. The case 

was adjourned until Richard Taylor had returned from England.36 In August 1869 Te Mawae 

informed the Native Land Court that he would proceed with the case but said that he did not 

have Te Tauri's authority. Basil Taylor conftrmed that he would object to the claim because 

the owners had given a portion of the land to Richard Taylor for a school. The court again 

adjourned the case.37 

The Native Land Court title investigation of Te Riri ate Hore 5 proceeded in June 1870. 

Wiremu Te Tauri told the court that the land belonged to himself, Te Mawae and Ripeka Te 

Tauri. He said that he had been gifted the land by Te Mawae. Wiremu Te Tauri denied any 

knowledge of a gift of land to Reverend Taylor, and said that Taylor had not spoken to him 

about it. As Field could not be present to conftrm the survey, the case was adjourned for a 

few days to allow Te Tauri to take another surveyor around the boundaries.38 On 9 June, 

Munro, a surveyor, confIrmed that Field's signature was on the plan and that the boundaries 

were correct.39 The court ordered that a certiftcate of title for Te Riri ate Hore 5 be issued to 

Te Mawae, Ripeka Te Tauri and Wiremu Te Tauri. The court noted that the land was a 

Native Reserve subject to the Native Lands Act 1867.40 After the deaths of the three original 

owners, Te Riri a te Hore 5 was owned by the six children of Ripeka and Wiremu Te Tauri. 

In 1911 they sold the block to Clapham for £1,840.41 The six vendors all held other interests 

in the Tauranga Taupo and Tihoi blocks.42 

Te Riri a te Hore 6 

The fmal division of the Te Riri ate Hore block came before the Native Land Court in July 

1901. The applicant was Eureti Turangapito and his two sisters. Waata Wiremu Hipango told 

the court that Eureti and his sisters were entitled to the section. The court made an order in 

favour of Eureti Turangapito, Mata Kaihoe Eureti, and Metiria Wikimoa.43

vested in an Ahu Whenua truSt.45

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The Native Land Court investigated the Taumatakaroro block in August 1901. Wikitoria 

Keepa, who claimed the land for herself, Ripeka Te Tauri and Waata Wiremu Hipango, made 

the application. Counter claims were made by Weraroa Kingi, Raeta Tukia, Hori Kerei 

Paipai, Hoani Mete Kingi.46 

Hoani Mete Kingi claimed the land by descent from Tumango, and agreed to Wikitoria 

Keepa and Waata Wiremu Hipango'sright to the land. He said that the land had originally 

been 'intended as an endowment for a Maori school' and given to Reverend Taylor. He said 

that if it was not going to be used for a school then he claimed the land.47 He said that Putiki 

had been reserved from the sale to the Crown for Ngati Tumango and 'some of it has been 

given by the owners to others who had no right,.48 He reiterated that he thought the land 

should still be set aside for a schoo1.49 

Weraroa Kingi agreed that the land had been set aside for a school by Hori Kingi and Te 

Mawae but said that when Kingi died Te Mawae 'gave up his original intention regarding 

this land and decided that it should be a burial ground for the people'. Weraroa Kingi claimed 

the land by descent from Patapu.50 

Ripeka Te Tauri claimed the land through the mana of her father and continuous occupation. 

She said that she had heard that Kingi had given the land for a school site but Te Mawae had 

objected. She had not heard that it had been intended for a burial ground.51 Ripeka said that 

the land was for 'Waata, Wiki & myself and 'all those who were entitled had some land 

given them when Putiki was divided,.52 

Waata Wiremu Hipango said that when the land was sold to the Crown: 'My father was the 

principal owner of Putiki - he had control of the lands reserved from sale' and 'Hoani 

Wiremu divided the land excepted from sale at Putiki among the people. He gave some to all

because they were living together' .53 Hipango said that he had refused to allow the land to be 

used as a school site as his father had intended but had allowed it to be used as a burial site 

for his father and others.54 Hipango said that he believed Ripeka Te Tauri had no right to the 

land, but would allow her to be included in the ownership because her father, Te Mawae, had 

been buried on the block. Wikitoria Keepa gave similar evidence to that of Waata Wiremu 

Hipango. She also explained that the gift of the school site had been made on the 

understanding that it remained in Maori ownership. According to Wikitoria Keepa, Taylor 

had also been given land for the church under the same condition, and when Putiki Maori 

found out that Taylor had obtained a Crown Grant for the church site, they refused to allow 

him to have the school site. 55 The case was adjourned and the decision reserved. 

In December 1901 the court issued its judgment on Taumatakaroro and other blocks. The 

decision itself is not recorded in the minute book, which just lists the title orders made. 56 

Taumatakaroro was awarded to Wiki Keepa, Waata Wiremu Hipango, Ripeka Te Tauri, 

Hoani Mete Kingi, Takarangi Mete Kingi, and Mere Mete Kingi.57 In 1905 Taumatakaroro 

was subdivided into 1 and 2 blocks. At the time of the survey the plan also defmed the 

location of the urupa on Taumatakaroro 1.58 This was later defmed by a separate court order 

in March 1915, and remains Maori freehold land. 

Taumatakaroro 1 was leased to Davis for 15 years from 1941.59 In 1968 the block was 

declared to have the status of European land under Part 111967. In 1985 the Maori Land 

Court declared Taumatakaroro 1 to again have the status of Maori freehold land. In 1989 the 

court recommended that Taumatakaroro 1 should be set apart as a Maori Reservation for the 

'purpose of a historic reserve to commemorate the service of Hoani ,Wiremu Hipango at the 

Battle of Moutoa Island for the common use and benefit of the owners and the people of New 

Zealand. This reservation will preserve the Memorial Plinth erected by the New Zealand 

Government.' The recommendation for a reservation was then cancelled in October 1990. 60

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In June 1913, six out of the nine owners ofTaumatakaroro 2 sold their shares in the block to 

Clapham for £300.61 The six vendors all held other interests in the Tauranga Taupo and Tihoi 

blocks.62 Clapham purchased the remaining three shares in the block in November 1913 for 

£183.63

The Taumatakaroro block was a small area of Putiki which remained as Maori customary 

land until 1924. The ownership was not investigated until this time because the successors to 
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the two owners had assumed that a title order had previously been made. Clarke, on behalf of 

the applicants, explained to the Native Land Court that Taumatakoro had 'always been 

recognised as belonging to Maata Kaihoe and his sister Meterua Wikimoa, who are both now 

deceased. The next of kin of these two dec' d [sic] have always been under the impression that 

there was a title, and it was only discovered there was none when I came to apply for 

succession. ,64 Raita Tukia gave evidence about the claim of Maata Kaihoe to the land, 

derived from a gift from Te Mawae.65 She asked the court to award the land to the surviving 

grandchildren. The court awarded the block to Hori Wikimoa, Te Ua Tamahana, Mare 

Tamahana, Hine Te Rakaia Tamehana, and Rangiahuta Tamehana.66 

In 1935 the title award made in 1924 was subject to an inquiry by the Native Land Court. 

Rahera Tiweta had applied to have the 1924 title order cancelled on the grounds that it had 

been obtained by fraud. She alleged that Raita Tukia had failed to inform the court that 

Rahera Tiweta had been occupying the land with her husband, Erueti Turangapito, and had 

continued to occupy the block after his death. When the lawyer acting for the five people 

awarded the block admitted that they had not occupied the land since Erueti's time, the court 

annulled the 1924 title order.67 It then proceeded to hold a new title investigation. After 

hearing evidence from each side, the court decided that Rahera had been occupying 

Taumatakoro under the right of her husband Erueti Turangapito II, who was a descendant of 

those to whom Te Mawae had gifted the land.68 The court was not convinced that Rahera had 

been gifted the land in her own right. It therefore recognised her undisputed occupation by 

awarding her a life interest in the block, while still declaring the land rightly belonged to the 

five people to whom it was originally awarded.69 

Between 1945 and 1947 John Reweti purchased the shares of the owners for a total of £100.70 

In 1968 the block was declared to have the status of European land under Part 111967.71

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In July 1901 the Native Land Court held a title investigation for the Wahataua block. Waata 

Wiremu Hipango claimed the block, and there were no objections at the hearing. The court 

made an order in favour ofWaata Wiremu Hipango.72 

In July 1910 the Native Appellate Court declared that Waata Wiremu Hipango held 

Wahataua as European land.73 It therefore ceased to be administered by the Native Land 

Court. After Hipango's death the trustees of his estate administered it, until it was vested in 

Hori Kingi Ingarangi Hipango in 1955.74 The block was subsequently sold to Wells sometime 

before 1962.75

In January 1869 the Native Land Court investigated the title to Waitahanui 1. Hori Kerei 

Paipai produced a plan made by Field and applied for a certificate of title for his daughter, 

Harete Kerei Paipai, who was a minor. Field said that the claimant had pointed out the 

boundaries. The court ordered that a certificate of title for Waitahanui 1 be issued to Harate 

Kerei Paipai. The court noted that the land was a Native Reserve subject to the provisions of 

the Native Lands Act 1867.76 In 1922 the Native Appellate Court declared that Hareta 

Forsyth held Waitahanui 1 as European land.77 

Waitahanui 2 

In January 1869 the Native Land Court heard the application for Waitahanui 2. Hori Kerei 

Paipai produced a plan made by Field and asked for a certificate for Kawana Paipai. Field 

confirmed that he had made the plan and marked the boundaries in the presence of the owner. 

The court ordered that a certificate of title for Waitahanui 2 be issued to Kawana Paipai. The 

court noted that the land was subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1867.78 

Kawana Paipai was the father of Hori Kerei Paipai. After their deaths, the court awarded 

ownership to Hareta Paipai, (aka Hareta Forsyth). At the time of her death, Hareta had 

applied to the Native Appellate Court for a declaration that the land was held as European

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land.79 After Hareta's death, a statutory declaration was made to the effect that her children 

were quarter-caste Maori, and as such the land could be considered European land.8o 

Waitahanui 3 

In January 1869 the Native Land Court heard the application for Waitahanui 3. The court 

recognised the evidence for Waitahanui 3 as being similar to that of Kaiate, in that it was 

owned by Hoani Hipango, and should be awarded to his children. The court ordered that a 

certificate of title for Waitahanui 3 be issued to Hori Te Moana and Wata Te Hina [Waata 

Wiremu Hipango]. Reverend Richard Taylor and Hakaraia Korako were appointed trustees. 

The court noted that the land was subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1867.81 

In 1902 Waata Wiremu Hipango, now the sole owner, applied for the removal of restrictions 

to allow a lease of 10 acres of the block to Craig for 21 years.82 The board approved the lease, 

and Judge Mair certified that Hipango had sufficient other lands for his maintenance and 

support.83 In 1910 the Native Appellate Court ordered that Waata Wiremu Hipango held the 

land as European land. 84 

Waitahanui 4 

The Native Land Court investigated Waitahanui 4 in January 1869. Te Keepa Rangihiwinui 

applied for a certificate of title for himself. He said that he and Hori Kingi had drained the 

land. Field said that Hori Kingi had pointed out the boundaries and told him that 'he wished 

Kepa to be associated with him as owning the land'. The court ordered that a certificate of 

title for Waitahanui 4 be issued to Te Keepa Rangihiwinui. The court noted that the land was 

a Native Reserve subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1867.85 Waata Wiremu 

Hipango succeeded to Te Keepa as owner of Waitahanui 4. In 1914 the Native Appellate 

Court declared that Hipango owned the block as European land.86

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The Native Land Court heard Waitahanui 5 in January 1869. Wiremu Te Tauri produced a 

plan and pointed out the boundaries. Field confinned that the plan was correct but the court 

adjourned because it required the evidence of Te Mawae.87 The next day Te Mawae 

confirmed that the court should award the land to the three named claimants.88 The court 

ordered that a certificate of title be issued to Wiremu Te Tauri, Ripeka Te Tauri and Te 

Mawae for Waitahuna 5. The court noted that the land was a Native Reserve subject to the 

provisions of the Native Lands Act 1867.89 

In 1904 the alienation restrictions for Waitahanui 5 were removed to allow the sale of one 

acre.90 The one acre had been sold to Purnell and Campbell for £220 in 1903.91 The six 

owners were the children of Ripeka and Wiremu Te Tauri. The children were each certified 

by the Native Land Court to have 'sufficient other lands for his maintenance and support or 

for the purposes ofa Papakainga,.92 The remainder of the block was leased to Tucker for 21 

years from 1908.93 At this time Waitahanui 5 was described as 'very damp, being 

occasionally partially covered with water' and 'unsuitable in its present condition for 

building purposes' .94 Waitahanui 5, Ngatarua 5 and Pariatumaunga 2 were all sold to 

Clapham in 1917 for £1,200.95 The valuation described Waitahanui 5 as 'wet and swampy 

and water lies on a portion in winter, it is all level' .96 

Waitahanui 6 

The Native Land Court investigated the title ofWaitahanui 6 in September 1871. Raniera Te 

Whata produced a plan, which Field said was a new plan because the original had been

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issued to Hakaraia Korako, Tarete Te Papa, Hori Te Moana, and Waata Hipango. The court 

noted that the land was a Native Reserve subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 

1867.98 

Waitahanui 6 was leased to King for 20 years from 1875.99 The Maori Land Court title binder 

shows that all ofWaitahanui 6 is Maori freehold land. However, in 1955 a sale of 12 acres 1 

rood 1 perch from Hori Kingi Ingarangi Hipango to Donald was confirmed.100 Donald paid 

£200 for the shares he had acquired. 101 The area acquired by Donald remains as an undivided 

interest in the block, meaning the entireWaitahanui 6 block retains the status of Maori 

freehold land.102 

Waitahanui 7 

In September 1871 the Native Land Court heard the application for Waitahanui 7. Hakaraia 

Korako identified the boundaries and asked for a certificate to be issued for himself and his 

wife. Field confirmed that the plan was correct and was not aware of any disputes over the 

land.103 The court ordered that a certificate of title for Waitahanui 7 be issued to Hakaraia 

Korako and Rora Hakaraia.104 

After the original owners died, the successors were Ariki Marehua (a half share) Weraroa 

Kingi (a one-third share) and 11 others.105 In September 1916 Ariki Marehua purchased the 

shares of Weraroa Kingi and eight others for £650.106 Marehua acquired the share of one 

more owner in 1918.107 The remaining interest in the block was vested in the trustees of the 

W.W. Hipango Estate. In 1928 that share of the block was sold to Ariki Marehua for £100.108 

Marehua therefore became the sole owner. Marehua raised a £150 mortgage in 1928 to

Waitahanui8 

The Native Land Court heard the final division of Waitahanui in December 1871. The 

applicants were Watarauhi Te One, Te Keepa Rangihiwinui and Apera Te Rangi 

Whakawaiwai. Te Keepa identified the boundaries on the plan. Field said that he had 

surveyed the land at the direction of the claimants. The court ordered that a certificate of title 

for Waitahanui 8 be issued to Watarauhi Te One, Te Keepa Rangihiwinui and Apera Te 

Rangi Whakawaiwai. The court noted that the land was a Native Reserve subject to the 

provisions of the Native Lands Act 1867.111 

In 1917 one of the owners leased his share (one-ninth) to Ariki Marehua Takarangi for 42 

years.112 In 1920 three owners sold their share (la lr 16p) to McGregor for £45.113 In 1942 

McGregor sold his share to Manuma Takerei Cooper for £15.1I4 Between 1944 and 1946 

Manuma Cooper purchased the remaining shares in the block. I IS The land remained in Maori 

ownership and was declared to have the status of European land under Part 1 of the Maori 

Affairs Amendment Act 1967.

Whakamaru 1 came before the Native Land Court in July 1867. Poari Te Remi produced a 

plan and said that Hoani Hipango had given Whakamaru 1 to his father, Karehana Toa. 116 

Poari Te Remi told the court that Te Keepa had pointed out the boundaries surveyed by 

Field.117 The court ordered that a certificate of title for Whakamaru 1 be issued to Te Poari Te 

Remi, Matena Karehana, Raita TUkia.1l8 The block was found to be a Native Reserve subject 

to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1866. 

In 1953 Whakamaru 1 was subdivided into lA and IB. In 1958 Cronin Motors purchased 

part of Whakamaru IB (34 perches) for £1,100. 119 Whakamaru lA remains as Maori freehold 

land, and the remainder of IB was declared to have the status of European land under Part 

111967 in August 1968Yo

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Whakamaru2 

The Native Land Court investigated the ownership of Whakamaru 2 together with Ngatarua 2 

in July 1867. Poari Kuramate produced a plan of Whakamaru 2 and Ngatarua 2.121 Field said 

that he surveyed the land at Kuramate's request and the boundaries had been fixed by a 

runanga in 1863.122 The court ordered that Whakamaru 2 be awarded to Poari Kuramate, 

Epiha Patapu, Paora Patapu, Porokoru Patapu.123 

Both Whakamaru 2 and Ngatarua 2 were awarded to Poari Kuramate, Epiha Patapu, Paora 

Patapu, Porokoru Patapu. The Aotea District Maori Land Court has administered the blocks 

together, as the title records for Whakamaru 2 records are held on the Ngatarua 2 block order 

file. Whakamaru 2 was subdivided into 2A and 2B in August 1952. In 1953 Whakamaru 2A 

was subdivided into 2Al, 2A2, and 2A3. In 1968 all of the divisions ofWhakamaru 2, except 

for 2A3, were declared to have the status of European land under Part 111967.124 In 

November 1989 the Maori Land Court declared that Whakamaru 2A3 should cease to be 

Maori land. 125 

Whakamaru3 

The Native Land Court investigated the ownership of Whakamaru 3 in January 1869. Utiku 

Mohuia produced a plan and said that there were five others interested in the land. Field said 

that Utiku had pointed out the boundaries and to the best of his knowledge there were no 

boundary disputes with other owners. The court ordered that a certificate of title for 

Whakamaru 3 be issued to Utiku Mohuia, Hone Te Whata, Kawana Moraro, Tarete Kopia, 

Te Ratana Puni Puni. The court noted that the land was a Native Reserve subject to the 

provisions of the Native Lands Act 1867.126 

In August 1889 Ratana Te Urumingi applied to the Native Land Court for a subdivision of 

Whakamaru 3. Gifford Marshall told the court that he was leasing approximately four acres 

of the block, paying £8 per year for the 21 year lease. The court adjourned the application so

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that Utiki Mohuia could be informed of the partition. 127 The matter did not proceed again 

until August 1891. By this time three of the original owners were deceased. The case was 

again adjourned because Hone Te Whata was absent. A notice was sent to inform Te Whata, 

but the court stated that if he 'chose to stop away then it was his own look out. ,128 

The case proceeded in September and October 1891. The subdivision was disputed before the 

court, largely over who would be awarded the portion of the block including Marshall's 

house. After hearing all the evidence the judge commented that it was 'very conflicting' .129 

Ratana Te Urumingi claimed the land through ancestry and occupation, however Pineaha 

Utiki said that Ratana and his father had only been permitted to stay on the block when they 

came to Putiki to fish. 130 

Pineaha Utiki's claim to Whakamaru 3 was based on the land being allocated to Kawana 

Moraro when Putiki was subdivided. This was confirmed by evidence from Field. Field gave 

the following explanation of how the Putiki subdivision was handled: 

We [Field and White] used to go over the land accompanied by the Native Assessors and the 
boundaries of the different divisions were pointed out. If any dispute arose as to a boundary it 
was decided on the spot. Mr White always took Hone Wiremu with him on these occasions as 
he said that the land all formerly belonged to him, and his people, and the other people merely 
held the land through gift from him, so if any dispute arose which the Assessors could not 
settle, he used to do it. l3l 

According to Field 'the allotment of this piece was an absolute bestowal upon Kawana 

Moraro confirmed by Hoani Wiremu'. I32 The court concluded that the land was awarded to 

o 

Kawana Moraro, and that Ratana Te Urumingi had been included in the title out of aroha. It ' ) 

therefore felt that the part of the block including the house should be awarded to the 

successors of Kawana Moraro as Whakamaru 3, while Ratana was awarded another portion 

as Whakamaru 3A. I33

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The Whakamaru 3 block was subdivided in June 1899. Gifford Marshall appeared for all 

parties and told the court that a partition had been agreed upon. Whakamaru 3B was for Hone 

Te Whata and Whakamaru 3C was for Pineaha Utiku. The court made the subdivisions orders 

as requested by the owners. 134 In July 1899 Marshall asked the court to confirm a lease of 4 

acres for 21 years at £8 per year from 16 March 1889. It would appear that Marshall's lease 

spanned the different partitions of the block. The court specified that the rent was to go to 

Ratana Punipuni and Pineaha UtikU.135 

In 1901 the leases of Whakamaru 3A, 3B and 3C were confirmed by the Native Land Court. 

Whakamaru 3B was leased to Ani Putahuka for 21 years. The court was told that the rent was 

only part of the consideration as the lessee 'keeps the lessor and has done so for many 

years,.136 A portion ofWhakamaru 3A (three roods) was leased to Marshall for 21 years. The 

court was told that the lessor had sufficient other lands, and the lease was confirmed.137 

Marshall was also leasing Whakamaru 3C. He told the court that when he had first negotiated 

to lease the block, the owners had agreed to a 30 year term, and had stipulated that Marshall 

was to spend £300 on improving the land. They then discovered that the owners could not 

lease for more than 20 years. Marshall claimed to have spent at least £1,000 on 

improvements. He said the current owner had agreed to extend the lease for nine years, 

'having 20 years to run from 6 March 1899'. The owner was living in Levin and was said to 

have sufficient other land. The court confirmed the lease.138 

Whakamaru 3A was sold to Marshall in 1923 for £550.139 When the transfer was first 

submitted for confirmation the price was £487. However the board noted the: 

Vendors short of other lands. Board will require to be more satisfied than at present that 
vendors are making a good bargain in this sale. Board has seen the land and considers it is 
worth more than the price offered.14O 

The Native Land Court adjourned the case, and then in October 1923 granted confirmation, 

subject to Marshall agreeing to pay £550. The board also specified that the purchase money

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should be paid to the board under Section 9211913 for investment on behalf of the owners.141 

This meant that in subsequent years the vendors were in a situation where they had to write 

letters to the board to obtain payment. For example, in 1925 Hori Tapa requested that he be 

paid £67 so that he could purchase ten cows which his family could milk at Parakino.142 Teira 

Ratana needed to be paid the money held by the board simply to support her family: '1 wish 

to have this money to enable me to provide food and clothes for my children and also for my 

own welfare, 1 have several bills to pay' ,143 

Whakamaru 3B was sold to Cronin for £600 in 1957.144 During the 1940s, Whakamaru 3C 

was subdivided into seven different blocks. In 1968 and 1969 all the divisions of Whakamaru 

3C were declared to have the status of European land under Part 111967.145 

Whakamaru4 

The Native Land Court heard the Whakamaru 4 title investigation in January 1869. Hoani 

Parao produced a plan and applied for a Crown Grant for himself and Pirihira Te Arahori, 

Wikitoria Katikara. Field said that he had surveyed the land and the claimant had pointed out 

the boundaries and he knew of no disputes concerning the ownership. The court ordered that 

a certificate of title for Whakamaru 4 be issued to Hoani Parao, Pirhira Te Arahori, Wikitoria 

Katikara. The court noted that the land was a Native Reserve subject to the provisions of the 

Native Lands Act 1867.146 

In 1918 Marshall purchased the interests of all but two of the owners of Whakamaru 4 for 

£754. 147 One more interest was purchased in 1919, and Marshall acquired the final interest in 

.1921.148 He therefore became the sole owner of the entire block. At some later stage Marshall 

sold 1 acre and 22 perches to Ngaiha Katene. Because this area had been purchased from a 

European, it retained its status as European land.149

The Native Land Court investigated the first division of the Whakaniwha block in September 

1871. Hoani Mete Kingi was the claimant and Mete Kingi appeared for Hoani Mete. Kingi 

produced a plan and pointed out the boundaries and said that he had given the land to his son, 

Hoani, many years ago. Field said that he was employed by Hoani Mete to make the plan and 

he surveyed the 'land to the low water mark'. The court directed Field to alter the boundaries 

so as to exclude the foreshore area. 150 Field said that there were some disputes over whose 

land had been affected by the location of Kemp Street. The court proposed that the south 

boundary of Mete's land 'should be adjusted so as to make both properties more shapely and 

valuable'. Mete refused to have the boundary altered. The court ordered that a certificate of 

title for Whakaniwha be issued to Hoani Mete Kingi. The court imposed the condition that 

the title was 'subject to rights of road 1 chain wide' and it noted that the block was a Native 

Reserve subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1867.151 

In August 1877 Hoani Mete asked Chief Judge Fenton to include the name of Te 

Rangihuatau in the Whakaniwha Crown Grant. 152 Fenton's response was to instruct Hoani 

Mete to transfer part of the land to Te Rangihuatau if he wished.153 

When Hoani Mete Kingi applied for a title investigation of the block in 1870, he was already 

in the process of arranging to lease the land.154 However, if the lease proceeded at that time, it

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was arranged without going through the formal registration process, as the Crown Grant was 

not issued until many years later. In 1882 Hoani Mete still had not received the Crown Grant 

for the block, and asked to be informed of the outstanding survey COSt. 155 The £2 2s survey 

charge was not paid until December 1905.156 The Land and Deeds Office did not issue the 

Crown Grant until December 1909.157 No further information relating to Whakaniwha block 

since that date has been located. It is likely that the land was sold around the date that the 

survey charge was paid or when the Crown Grant was issued. 

Whakaniwha 2 

In March 1915 Hone Mete Kingi was awarded ownership of the adjoining Whakaniwha 2 

block. 158 The court minutes record discussion concerning the fixing of the boundaries but do 

not include details of his claim to the land. 

In 1916 the Wanganui Harbour Board became interested in using Whakaniwha 2 as the site 

for a slipway into the river. The slipway was designed to be used by the nearby freezing 

works, and the New Zealand Refrigerating Company. In December 1916 the Works 

Committee authorised an official 'to approach the native owners and ascertain what rent they 

would ask for a right of way and such other land as may be required for a slip ... and also if it 

is possible to acquire the freehold and at what price'. 159 The next week the sole owner of 

Whakaniwha 2, Hoani Mete Kingi signed a letter agreeing to sell a portion of the block to the 

harbour board: 

I hereby agree to sell a half acre of Whakaniwha on the river indicated by W. Haworth for 
£150. All survey fees and costs to be borne by the Board. The Board is also to remove all 
existing fences on to the new boundary line. If the drain running from my home is interfered 
with the Board is to lift it and lay it in a new course.160 

An application was then made to the Aotea District Maori Land Board to confirm the sale of 

two roods. When the sale was first considered by the board, Hoani Mete Kingi said, 'I am put 

out over this matter. I wanted to discuss it with Marshall [from the Harbour Board] but he

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refused. I leave the matter to the Board' .161 The case was adjourned while plans were 

prepared. In April 1917 the Wanganui Harbour Board resolved to purchase the land required 

for £150.162 A further application was made to the Aotea District Maori Land Board to 

confirm the sale of 1 rood and 20 perches. The sale was confirmed in September 1917.163 

At around the same time the harbour board engineer decided that more land was required. In 

September 1917 the board was advised by its solicitors that a strip of land used as a road 

should be acquired under the Public Works ACt.164 This area was part ofWhakaniwha 4 (see 

below). As well as acquiring an access-way, the harbour board also decided that more land 

was required to enlarge the slipway itself on Whakaniwha 2.165 In September 1918 the board 

received a 'letter of objection by a Mrs Park' .166 

In August 1919, 1 rood 21 perches of Whakaniwha 2 was proclaimed as acquired under the 

Public Works Act by the Wanganui Harbour Board as a slipway. The area acquired included 

an orchard and buildings. 167 Under the Public Works Act, land which was so used was not 

permitted to be acquired without the consent of the Governor-General in Council. This 

consent was given in August 1919.168 

In November 1919 the Harbour Board Works Committee recommended that the board should 

offer £150 compensation.169 In October 1921 the Native Land Court heard the application for 

compensation. Hoani Mete Kingi was now deceased, and Craig appeared on behalf of his 

estate. 170 Craig told the court that the estate accepted the £150 offered by council as adequate. 

The court ordered that the Wanganui Harbour Board should pay £150 compensation for the 

land acquired. l7l

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In 1949, 27 perches of the block was vested in trustees and set apart as Maori Reservation for 

the common use of the owners as a marae.172 The reservation was cancelled in 1977.173 In the 

same year Whakaniwha 2 was subdivided into 2A and 2B. Whakaniwha 2A was vested in the 

Maori Trustee in 1980. In 1981 the terms of trust were defmed to 'utilize for pastoral 

agricultural and development purposes' and to lease for up to 15 years.174 In 1983 the Maori 

Trustee leased the block to Te Paku 0 te Rangi Marae for five years. It appears from the title 

records that Whakaniwha 2A is still vested in the Maori Trustee. Whakaniwha 2B is still 

Maori freehold land. 

Whakaniwha 3 & 4 

In August 1901 the Native Land Court heard the application for the remaining Whakaniwha 

subdivision. Mata Ihaka claimed the block as a gift from her husband, Hori Te Hore.17S 

Waata Wiremu Hipango confirmed that it had been given to her as a marriage present, but 

wanted one boundary altered. Poari Remi and Kaita Tukia also claimed rights to the land and 

the case was adjourned.176 The court heard evidence on the block in November 1901. Poari 

Remi claimed that his father was given part of the block by Hoani Wiremu. Raita Tukia said 

that the land was given to Karehana and Hapurona. Ihaka Te Ininga claimed that a small 

piece was given to him by Poari's wife, but this was denied by Poari.177 The three counter 

claimants to Whakaniwha 3 presented their cases to the disputed portion, largely based on 

alleged gifts of small area of land. The evidence of each witness was disputed by the 

others.178 The court issued its judgment in December 1901. The reasons for the award are not 

recorded in the minute book, but the court recognised the claim from Mata Ihaka, as well as 

that of Poari Remi. The court therefore divided the block, awarding the southern portion as 

Whakaniwha 3 to Mata Ihaka, and the northern part of the block was awarded to Poari Remi 

and Toa Rangitahi, as Whakaniwha 4.179 

Whakaniwha 3 was subdivided into 3A and 3B in March 1915. Both Whakaniwha 3A and 3B 

belonged to Hera Scott. Hera Scott was declared to be a European under the defmition of the

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Maori Affairs Act 1953.180 The land therefore passed out of the jurisdiction of the Maori 

Land Court. 

In 1908, one rood of Whakaniwha 4 was leased to Ross for 21 years.l8l A further 1 rood 18 

perches was leased to Park in 1910 for 21 years.182 Whakaniwha 4 was subdivided into 4A 

and 4B in February 1914. 

In August 1919 Whakaniwha 4A and part of 4B (35 perches) was acquired by the Wanganui 

Harbour Board under the Public Works Act (see under Whakaniwha 2 for more detail). The 

area acquired included an orchard and buildings.183 Under the Public Works Act land which 

was so used could not be acquired without the consent of the Governor-General in CounciL 

This consent was given in August 1919.184 In October 1921 the Native Land Court awarded 

compensation of£168 for Whakaniwha 4A and £100 for the land taken from 4B.185 In 1968 

the remainder of Whakaniwha 4B was declared to have the status of European land under 

Part 111967.186

The Native Land Court heard the Whakapaki block in August 1901. Waata Wiremu Hipango· 

asked the court to award the land to Rora Korako' and Weraroa Kingi. The court said that the 
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orders would be made when the survey plan was approved.187 In December 1901 the Native 

Land Court awarded Whakapaki 1 to Weraroa Kingi, and Whakapaki 2 to Rora Korako. 188 

Whakapaki 1 

In 1904, 32 perches of Whakapaki 1 were proclaimed as taken under the Public Works Act 

for the Putiki rifle range (see section 4.3.1).189 When the Native Land Court held a 

compensation hearing in 1905 it was agreed that the area taken from Whakapaki 1 was not 

required, and should be revested in Wereroa Kingi. 190 In 1911 Weraroa Kingi signed a 

transfer of 1 rood 13 perches to Lizzie Kay for £25.191 Shortly afterwards this area was 

acquired by Alexander Donald. In 1915 Donald sold the block to Waata Wiremu Hipango.192 

The previous alienations meant that it had the status of European land which was owned by a 

Maori. The remaining 32 perches of Whakapaki 1 was also owned by the estate of W.W. 

Hipango as European land owned by Maori.193 

Whakapaki2 

In 1904, 6 acres 1 rood 32 perches of Whakapaki 2 were taken under the Public Works Act 

for the Putiki rifle range (see section 4.3.1).194 In 1905 the Native Land Court awarded 

compensation of £1,271 lOs, included £175 for the lessee. 195 In 1917 the owners of 

Whakapaki 2, excluding Waata Wiremu Hipango, who was deceased by that time, sold their 

shares in the block to Clapham. The area sold was in total 3 acres 1 rood 2 perches, and the 

price was £550.196 Clapham already held a lease over the block which was due to expire in 

1918.197 The remaining 2 roods 25 perches held by the W.W. Hipango Estate was sold by 

trustees in 1964 for £500. 198

The Native Land Court investigated the Wharepapa block in January 1869. Poari Kuramate 

produced a plan and said that the land belonged to his wife and t her sister. Field said that 

Rahira Kuramate pointed out the boundaries to him. The court ordered that a certificate of 

title for Wharepapa be issued to Rahira Kuramate and Pango Tukia. The court noted that the 

land was a Native Reserve subject to the provisions of the Native Lands Act 1867.199 

No record of leases or sales of the Wharepapa blocks have been located, and both divisions 

remain Maori freehold land today.
